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DESCRIPTION: 

1) WHAT? It is a book about a program that was born within “Educating 

Cities” frame with the aim of spreading local heritage among young 

students so that they can appreciate their own history. 

2) HOW? The work is developed in 3 phases:  (1) Investigation and 

elaboration of materials by students, (2) Sponsorship of the chosen site, 

with the participation of the whole Educative Community and (3) 

Exchanging of materials among the schools participating in the program.
